Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.25.
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Applications including ALL supporting documents must be submitted /
postmarked by the specified deadline for each award. AIS will not extend the
deadlines.

Supporting documents received by fax or email will not be accepted.

Qualified students will be awarded up to one half of tuition only, with a
minimum of $200.00 and a2 maximum of $1,500.00.

All checks will be mailed to the Financial Aid Office of the student’s school after
AIS receives their thank you letters.

If an over award situation occurs, the Financial Aid Office must return the
amount for which the student is ineligible.
