Incumbent is responsible for a variety of semi-technical and semi-skilled tasks relating to fisheries 

management within the Methow River basin. This position will work under the Upper Columbia 

Steelhead Kelt Reconditioning program for 9 months of the year and the Mid-Columbia Coho 

program for the remaining 3 months of the year. 

 

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities: 

 Knowledge of standard fisheries principles and procedures. 

 Knowledge of aquaculture practices and procedures. 

 Knowledge of fish species identification characteristics.  

 Knowledge and skill in the operation of equipment and tools, used in fisheries filed work. 

 Ability to communicate effectively, orally and in writing, with all levels of personnel including 

employees, supervisors, etc.
