Special Requirements:

e Required to pass a pre-employment drug and alcohol test.

Must possess a valid WA State Driver’s License.

This positon normally requires physical demands of standing, walking, bending, lifting, or
performing other work requiring low physical exertion, talking and hearing on a regular basis
to perform the job requirements.
